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Survey Results 



 

Introduction 
 
This year has been particularly interesting in terms of correspondence and 
engagement with the Pride committee.  We have received overwhelming feedback 
through personal discussion, Facebook debates, personal e-mails and through this 
survey.  We thank every person who has engaged with us. 
 
Before going into this survey, we must set the record straight re the move from the 
market place, which has been the biggest discussion topic of all.  The decision quite 
simply was that of the Doncaster Pride committee, and not of the council and not of 
the mayor.  We are aware of other events that go on in the market place and that is 
the personal decision of those organisers.  But as a committee, who is liable for the 
safety of all attendees, we will not now, nor in the future, compromise the safety of 
attendees, or put any members of our management committee in a position where 
they could be made liable or culpable for the death or injury of an attendee due to 
overcrowding.  There is no debate on this ï it is about health and safety law, it is 
about the safety of attendees and it is about the lives of committee members and 
their families should they be put in an untenable situation.  We would kindly ask the 
LGBT community to respect that and move on. 
 
What has been most interesting about this survey is the diversity within diversity ï 
that is to say that one part of a community comes together for one day of pride, but 
within that community there are very diverse opinions about all aspects of pride and 
where it is going.  For every person suggesting that we move closer to town [albeit 
impossible at the moment] there is another suggesting Cusworth Hall or Sandall 
Park.  For every person disliking the move to the Keepmoat Stadium, there is 
another suggesting that they like or love the venue.  For every individual wanting 
less tribute artists, there is another wanting more tribute artists, and for every person 
who would wish to pay less or free entry there is another willing to pay more.  We 
both love and respect the diversity of our community and want to ensure you that we 
have listened and that we will continue to listen. 
 
It isnôt easy to fulfil the needs of every single person within our community, and as a 
committee we keep that at the forefront of our minds when planning.  But we are 
committed to the success of Doncaster Pride and its survival during hard economic 
times, and huge pressures on the equality and diversity agenda, and even its need 
being questioned.  We are also committed to being more than just a pride event and 
we shall be focusing this year on homophobic bullying and striving for the diversity 
agenda and LGBT awareness to be promoted across Doncasterôs schools.  Question 
16 of this survey will highlight why we are driven towards pushing this agenda ï we 
owe it to our townôs LGBT children.  We hope that all our attendees understand the 
difficulties we face and will continue to support us, even at times when what seems 
possible is actually impossible.  We thank you for your continued support.

Location 

¶ 5 people felt that it didnôt matter where it was held as long as big enough 

¶ 8 people thought it was better than the racecourse, 6 people felt the 
racecourse was better venue. 

¶ 11 people felt it should be back in the town centre/market, 4 felt it should be at 
town fields, 1 suggested civic quarter when complete 

¶ 9 people felt it was too far out of town, but 1 suggested it should be at 
Cusworth and 1 at Sandall Park. 3 people would prefer to be in a field. 

¶ 7 people felt it was too far to get to, and 2 people said it was too far from the 
gay bars, with 1 person saying that they were stared at in the bus station 
getting from the Walk of Unity. 

¶ 21 people felt it was a good/great/excellent venue, with 1 person saying that 
inside the stadium would have been óawesomeô. 
 

Venue 

¶ 6 people felt the ground was uneven and dusty/muddy, 1 person felt that it 
should be on concrete, and one person suggested the curbs should be made 
more obvious/visi-taped. 

¶ 6 people felt the atmosphere/set-up wasnôt as good, but a further 4 felt the 
atmosphere was good/better. 

 
Venue Facilities 

¶ 1 person thought car parking facilities were poor, 2 people felt car parking 
facilities were good. 

¶ 1 person thought the food stands needed improving and that there was only 
chips available 

¶ 6 people commented on drinks being expensive, 2 people suggested drinks 
prices were reasonable. 1 person wanted a bigger selection of drinks and 
alcopops. 

¶ 5 people felt there should have been more seating, and one person felt that 
the outside bar with seating should be opened up (they thought it was called 
the Lakeside Suite). 

¶ 2 people commented on the lack of bins, with 2 people commenting on 
rubbish on the ground. 

¶ 1 person commented on great toilet facilities, and 2 people commented on the 
fact that they did not have to queue for bars/toilets, which was a positive 

¶ 1 person suggested the staff were much better than racecourse, and 1 person 
commented that the staff were good.

Event 

¶ 2 people commented on the need for better acts, 1 person commenting on 
people leaving early, but 1 person commented on the stage being good. 

¶ 2 people said the fair was too expensive, 3 people said the fair was good. 

¶ 1 person felt the VIP area was too far from the stage. 

¶ 1 person wants the TV screen back. 

¶ 1 person suggested more interactivity including an army assault course. 

¶ 1 person felt there should be more for ñstraighter gaysò and felt some 
elements were more orientated towards ñgirlier gaysò. 

¶ 3 people complained about paying to attend, 1 person claimed they would 
have paid more for better acts. 

¶ 1 person stated there wasnôt enough for children. 

¶ 4 people wanted more/better stalls. 

¶ 1 person wanted a photo area where pictures with mascots could be taken. 

¶ 1 person wanted a dance marquee. 

¶ 1 person felt the rainbow arch should have been at the entrance. 

¶ 1 person wanted more games ñlike people on stageò. 

¶ 12 people used the question to say a thank you and well done to the 
committee. 
 



 



 

¶ 1 person suggested overnight camping with tents and a 2 day festival. 

¶ 5 people wanted a bigger carnival style parade with more floats, 1 person 
suggesting the acts should be a part of the parade. 

¶ 17 people wanted better/more acts (most suggesting bigger names), with 2 
people suggesting the acts should be more gay, and 1 suggesting bigger 
named ógayô celebrities. 1 person suggested they would pay more for bigger 
acts. 

¶ Suggestions included S Club again, Joe McElderry, NDubz, Kevin Cruise, 
Jane McDonald. 1 person wanted less tributes, 1 person wanted more 
tributes, 1 person wanted Chasing Dragons who featured at Sheffield Pride. 

¶ 8 people wanted more varying acts/entertainment including suggestions of 
more drag, dance, street theatre, magicians, comedy, more carnival amongst 
the crowd, including acrobatics. 

¶ 2 people wanted more atmosphere, 2 people wanted more people, and 1 
person wanted more óeye candyô. 

¶ 8 people wanted more seating. 

¶ 2 people wanted the event more central/closer to town, 2 people suggested 
returning to the racecourse. 

¶ 1 person wanted better porta-loos (?), 1 person wanted better toilet facilities in 
general. 4 people wanted more bins. 

¶ 1 person wanted better food provision, and 1 person found the hog roast 
offensive and wanted more vegetarian food. 3 people wanted cheaper alcohol 
or the ability to bring their own. 

¶ 2 people wanted more/better transport to the venue, and 1 person felt that 
pride should sponsor this so they didnôt have to pay. 

¶ 1 person wanted more face painters, 2 people wanted more rides for kids, 1 
person wanted more rides in general, 1 person wanted cheaper rides. 

¶ 3 people wanted more stalls, and 1 person wanted adult stalls (even if 
screened off from kids) where lube and dildos could be bought. 

¶ 1 person wanted the event to be more open and the fact that there was a 
backstage and a VIP area ómade some people feel less importantô. 

¶ 4 people wanted dance tents/marquees, sponsored by the gay venues, and 
possibly held in a field. 

¶ 1 person suggested nail technicians and make-up artists. 

¶ 1 person wanted a huge national pride where all gay people from across the 
UK travel to ï like a huge Glastonbury, to be organised by all the prides. 

¶ 1 person has liked it every year and suggested ókeep up the good workô and 
1person suggested less people moan and more people help. 

¶ 1 person suggested better press coverage and 1 person suggested not 
having to pay.
